Remanufacturing of color toner cartridges is a complex process, often requiring more than twice as
many steps as “stand alone” black cartridges. The 2600-series cartridges certainly fit this category.
Disassembly, replacement of critical to function components and reassembly can be difficult and time
consuming. The 2600 cartridge design requires remanufacturers to employ rigid processes and advanced
technologies in order to deliver consistent quality, cartridge after cartridge. 

While there have been refurbished 2600-series cartridges available for some time, Katun delayed entering
the market until we were confident the necessary processes and procedures were in place to deliver a
consistent quality product for this significant application.

HP Color LJ 3600, 3800, CP 3505 Series
In 2005, HP introduced the Color LJ 3600 and 3800-series printers. With recommended monthly print
volumes ranging from 1000 to 5000 prints, these color printers are best positioned to small and medium
sized businesses or work groups. The CP 3505 was introduced in 2007 as a replacement to the 3800.

Machine Overview

The HP Color LJ 3600, 3800 and CP 3505 applications all utilize the same 6000-page yield black (K) toner
cartridge. However, for Cyan, Magenta, Yellow (CMY), the 3600 utilizes 4000-page toner cartridges, while
the 3800 and CP3505 share the same 6000-page yield cartridges.
